Recorded shoplifting increased sharply in 2023 to meet expected levels for the first time. However many 
crimes remained well below expected level including violence and sexual offences (-25%), theft from the 
person (-20%), burglary (-20%), damage and arson (-13%), robbery (-16%) and vehicle crime (-29%), 
suggesting WFH and other legacies continue to affect many crime rates. Recorded crime rates per 10,000 
population are in orange, expected rates are dashed, with grey-shaded 95% CIs. The confidence intervals 
around the ARIMA model forecasts are larger by 2023, but for the most part the predictions still work well: 
note how ASB, bike theft and weapons possession have tracked their forecasts for some time.
